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“RCI is an exceptional program that benefits both the military community in California and the state’s economy,” said Geoffrey Prosch, principal deputy assistant Secretary of the Army for Installations and Environment. “By partnering with a private development entity, we will provide high-quality housing communities to our military service members and their families. By using a combination of military construction and authorizations provided by military housing legislation, we will create quality housing.”

Several options are available for the military housing upgrades on the peninsula including renovating existing houses to meet modern standards or demolishing and replacing them with new housing equipped with modern electrical wiring, plumbing, heating, appliances and high-speed computer connectivity

 “We’re looking for real residential communities with amenities,” said Col. Kevin Rice, commandant of the Defense Language Institute Foreign Language Center and commander of DLI and the Presidio. “We want to build communities that follow 21st century standards for security, appliances and energy efficiency.  Our goal is creating modern housing soldiers, sailors, Marines, airmen and Coast Guardsmen are proud to call home.” 

Most of the military homes on the Peninsula are at least 40 years old. The 87 homes on the Presidio date back to early 1900s. 

“These buildings need extensive repairs or renovation to modernize them, but Army military housing funding isn’t available,” said Patrick Kelly, the Presidio’s Residential Communities Initiative program director.  “Many military families can’t afford the high rents or buying homes on the civilian economy.”  

The Presidio plans to establish an advisory committee consisting of enlisted service members, officers, spouses, military community mayors, military leaders and community members to help steer the project as the development plan is formulated. 

The committee will meet regularly to discuss the different phases of privatization and keep the public informed on the progress of the housing project.

This is the first RCI project in which the Army has worked jointly with another service. The Army will act as the lead agency in the joint effort to privatize the military family housing on the Peninsula.


Fort Carson, Colo., Fort Lewis, Wash., Fort Hood, Texas and Fort Meade, Md., Fort Bragg, N.C. have already started RCI housing projects.

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Military partners with developer, plans to bring 2,200 new homes to Monterey Peninsula


�             The Army announced today the selection of the private firm that will partner with the Army to develop a community development plan for the Presidio of Monterey and the Naval Post Graduate School in Monterey as part of the Army's Residential Communities Initiative.


            Clark Pinnacle Family Communities, LLC has been awarded a contract to partner with the Army to develop a Community Development and Management Plan that will serve as the blueprint for the Army's Residential Communities Initiative at Presidio of Monterey and the Naval Post Graduate School. Clark Pinnacle Family Communities, LLC is a joint venture between Bethesda, Md.-based Clark Construction Company and Seattle-based Pinnacle Realty Management. 


Current estimates expect approximately $420 million in private sector investment in the initial development phase of the project for renovation and construction of the family housing communities at the Presidio of Monterey and the Naval Post Graduate School.


The development plan proposed by Clark Pinnacle, upon approval, will result in the construction of approximately 2,200 new or replacement housing units at the Presidio of Monterey and the Naval Post Graduate School. Clark Pinnacle will develop, redevelop, construct, own, manage and maintain the housing units; maintain the grounds of unoccupied and public areas; construct and maintain the roads and infrastructure in associated areas; and reinvest profits for future renovations and replacements.


The RCI program is chartered to create modern, attractive communities to replace existing military housing on 28 posts across the country. These new residential communities will include quality landscaping, open recreational spaces, areas for physical training, housing community centers and possibly small commissaries or post exchange shopettes near the new housing areas. Housing communities will contain two-, three- and four-bedroom houses and apartments that are energy efficient and environmentally friendly.  Service members who reside on post will receive the Basic Allowance for Housing and pay rent to the developer.  These rental revenues will cover all development costs, operations and maintenance costs, and debt service.
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
