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Army to Hold Public Comment Meeting about Recent Prescribed Burn

Senior Officials from the Army, U.S. Environmental Protection Agency and California Department of Toxic Substances Control will hold a public comment meeting about the Army’s recent prescribed burn on Thursday, November 13, 4:30pm – 7:00pm, at the Embassy Suites, Salon C, in Seaside. 


The Army is currently preparing an after action report analyzing what happened during the recent prescribed burn. This report will address such topics as weather conditions at the time of the burn, smoke impacts on the surrounding communities and the reasons for the escape of the fire beyond the primary containment lines. While officials are still working on comprehensive answers for all these questions, the Army is asking community members to tell us what additional information they would like to see addressed in the report.


Doors to the session will open at 3:30pm, officials will be available to discuss the specifics about the Prescribed Burn Program until 4:30pm, when the public comment session begins. Comments will be limited to five minutes per person; a court reporter will be present to record all remarks.
